Even Wall Street is seeing green — and not the kind it’s 

accustomed to.  Assets of mutual funds designed to invest 

in companies meeting social responsibility criteria have 

swelled from $12 billion in 1995 to $180 billion in 2006.

Companies at the leading edge of 

environmental issues stand to reap the rewards.  Because 

they have a fundamental 

understanding that 

green is not just good 

for the environment,

As more corporations adopt green policies, it becomes 

even easier to adopt a green lifestyle.

Ever hear of a little company called Starbucks?  Thought 

so.  Every minute of every day, Starbucks reaches millions 

of people through coffee cup sleeves with environmental 

messages.  The sleeves are also made of recycled paper.

In Brazil, Unilever provides financing to help tomato 

growers convert to eco-friendly drip irrigation.

General Electric is spending billions on everything from 

wind power to hybrid engines.

Dow Chemical, formerly a target of environmentalists, 

has increased its research and development of products 

like roof tiles that deliver solar power to buildings and 

water treatment technologies.

Literally thousands of corporations like these have put 

green policies into practice.  And by doing so, they’re 

helping to greatly improve air quality, protect the 

environment, purify our water and preserve the planet 

for future generations.
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•  1 tree absorbs over 2,000 lbs. of CO2 in a lifetime.

Turn the thermostat down 2ºF in winter and up 2ºF 

in the summer, and prevent 2,000 lbs. of carbon dioxide.

•  27,000,000 acres of rainforest are destroyed each year. 

Recycling 36 newspapers saves an entire tree.

•  30% of Earth’s CO2 comes from burning forests. 

Purchase wind power; it already prevents 19 million tons 

of CO2 a year.

•  The average person generates 4.5 lbs. of trash every day.

 Recycling 600 glass bottles can save more than 2 cubic yards 

of landfi ll space.

•  In 2005, recycling saved 79 million tons of waste.
